DR. SHERMAN LEIS, PROMINENT TRANSGENDER SURGEON, 
REPORTS GROWING INTEREST IN 
FEMALE-TO-MALE SEXUAL REASSIGNMENT.
(Bala Cynwyd, PA USA)   Renown specialist in transgender surgery, Dr. Sherman Leis, is one of very few surgeons located in the United States who is practiced in surgery for women who seek sexual reassignment to become men.  Dr. Leis, a recent speaker at the transgender conference Fantasia Fair in Provincetown, MA, observed, “With current advances in female-to-male gender reassignment surgery, I am seeing a significant increase in the numbers of individuals requesting female-to-male sexual reassignment.”  

Until now, female-to-male reassignment was conventionally thought to be a relatively rare occurrence, about 1:3, compared to male-to-female.  Yet new findings in a recently published paper entitled “Growth In Observed Prevalence and Gender Balance of the Transsexual Population in Continental Europe and the United Kingdom” concur with Dr. Leis.  
The paper reports that the number of female-to-male (also known as ftm or f2m) gender reassignment cases is trending towards equaling the number of male-to-female (also known as mtf or m2f) gender reassignment cases.   The paper’s authors, Stephanne Lynne Rhoades, an independent research consultant, and Lewis Turner and Stephen Whittle, both faculty at 
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Manchester Metropolitan University, believe parity may be achieved within the next five years.    

European-trained, Dr. Leis, founder of The Philadelphia Center For Transgender Surgery, notes that new, state of the art plastic surgery techniques and hormone advances have made this growing trend possible.      They have greatly enhanced the prospect of having a successful and realistic outcome from female-to-male surgery.
For example, new more refined plastic surgery techniques are now being used to craft a realistic-looking penis and to improve the look and permanence of buttock surgery.  “The new penis will have the look and feel of a natural one and can be shaped and sized according to the preferences of the patient.  More importantly, it will retain that shape permanently.  Also, new technology in hydraulic penile implants can make the new penis function more realistically, too,” said Dr. Leis.

The authors researched and wrote the paper using data gathered from the transsexual community in Europe, based upon “an assessment of observed incidence of transgender people who have transitioned and are now living permanently in their preferred gender role.”

Observed Dr. Leis, “Thanks to remarkable advances in technology, psychology, and aesthetics, together with greater social acceptance for the transgender community, more and more people can live their dream freely instead of living in denial and frustration.”  He said, “More professional help 
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will be needed to support this community, which is why I created the Philadelphia Center for Transgender Surgery as a complete, comprehensive resource in the United States.  Here, a transsexual, ready for surgery or otherwise contemplating beginning the transitioning process, can come for information, total surgery, a variety of surgical procedures, aesthetic services, and an environment of support and compassion.”
