DISCUSSES BRITISH RESEARCH PAPER PROJECTING THE 

TRANSGENDER POPULATION DOUBLING EVERY FIVE YEARS
(Bala Cynwyd, PA)   Renown specialist in transgender surgery, Dr. Sherman Leis, was available for comment about the recently released paper “Growth In Observed Prevalence and Gender Balance of the Transexual Population in Continental Europe and the United Kingdom” at the recent Transgender Odyssey Conference in Seattle, WA, where he was a featured speaker.  The paper was researched and written by Stephanne Lynne Rhoades, an independent research consultant, and Lewis Turner and Stephen Whittle, both faculty at Manchester Metropolitan University.  
Notable conclusions of the study included the prediction that the transgender population will double every five years.  As well, the study observes that the number of female-to-male transitions approximately equals the number of male to female transitions.  The findings contradict so-called conventional wisdom which projects that number to be 3:1 male-to-female, instead of the study’s 1:1.  The paper, which gathered data from the transsexual community in Europe is based upon “an assessment of observed incidence of transgender people who have transitioned and are now living permanently in their preferred gender role.”
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Observed Dr. Leis, “There are many reasons for the anticipated dramatic growth in the transgender community - technology, sociology, the beginnings of social acceptance - which will require a rapid expansion of institutions to support this community.  That is why I created The Transgender Center as a complete, comprehensive resource in the United States where a transsexual or a person contemplating beginning the transitioning process can come for information, support, total surgery, aesthetic services, and a lot of post-procedure compassion.”
